2. Facilities Funding

Fingal County Council makes up to €1 million available to organisations each year under the Facilities funding Scheme.  This scheme is aimed at groups and organisations planning to build or extend/adapt Community, Sporting, Recreational or Cultural Facilities throughout the County. There are three categories of funding available;

 

 

Multi-Purpose Community/Resource Centres

* Funding of up to €125,000 is available for New Multi-Purpose Community Centres in Designated Areas/ for Designated groups (€75,000 non-designated) 
* Funding of up to €110,000 is available for Adapting Existing Multipurpose Community Centres in Designated Areas/ for Designated groups (€75,000 non-designated)

Special Interest Facilities/Organisations

* Funding of up to €100,000 is available for New Special Interest Facilities in Designated Areas/ for Designated Groups ( €60,000 non-designated)
* Funding of up to €75,000 is available for Adapting Existing Special Interest Facilities in Designated Areas/ for Designated Groups (€60,000 non-designated)

Single Interest Facilities/Organisations

* Funding of up to €75,000 is available for New Single Interest Facilities in Designated Areas/for Designated Groups ( €50,000 for non-designated)
* Funding of up to €60,000 is available for Adapting Existing Single Interest Facilities in Designated Areas/for Designated groups ( €40,000 non-designated)

 

What Is A Special Interest Facility?

* It is managed by a committee set up to provide a base or service for a special/social-needs community
* It allows access to individuals/groups belonging to a specific community of needs identified by the management committee, not limited by geographic location
* It is used to develop and enhance the quality of life opportunities of the users
* It may not have a Sports Hall/Facility
* It will not have a Public Bar Facility 

 

What Is A Single Interest Facility?

* It is owned and managed by a group with a single interest
* It is generally a sporting or "uniformed" organisation
* It is generally dedicated to the activities/ interests of a specific club
* It may allow access to other groups, but not management rights
* It can have a Public Bar Facility


When Can A Group Apply For Facilities Funding?

There is an Annual Deadline for Facilities Funding Applications, usually the 2nd Friday in December each year.  This deadline is publicly advertised some months in advance. Any Community, Voluntary, Sporting, Recreational or cultural organisation, which HAS NOT DRAWN DOWN AN AWARD OF FUNDING UNDER THE SCHEME WITHIN THE PREVIOUS FIVE YEARS, is eligible to apply.

What Else Must A Group Submit With Their Application?

You must fully fill in the Funding Application Form and Registration Form. For Facilities Funding Application you must also submit;
* A detailed proposal showing convincing evidence of local need for the facility.
* A three-year Business Plan for the Facility (where appropriate)
* Copies of all Planning Approvals/Fire Safety Certificates involved
* Evidence of ability to realistically complete project within two years 
* Evidence of Tax Compliancy (Tax Clearance Certificate/CHY Number)

What does DESIGNATED mean?

A Designated Facility is one where 75% of the members/users live in an area or are part of a community requiring specific support.
Applications for Facilities Funding are examined under a set of criteria agreed on by the Fingal County Councillors in December 2002.
Applicants are generally interviewed on site as part of this process. The successful groups under the Funding Criteria are recommended for funding before a special meeting of the County Council each year, usually in April. These groups are then notified of the amounts and any special conditions attached to the funding awards. Unsuccessful groups can leave their applications in the system for the following year or they can reapply it they choose.
*It is a facility managed by a committee drawn from the local community 
*It caters for a wide variety of not-for-profit activities/groups in the centre
*It should not have a Public Bar Facility
*It should not be core-funded by any State Agency/ Government   Department
