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Commencement Notice

Building Control Regulations 1997

Explanatory Notes

Under Regulations, S.1. No. 496 of 1997, Building Control Regulations 1997 effective from the 1st July 1998, a Commencement Notice is to be submitted not less than 14 days and not more than 28 days before the commencement of works.

Commencement Notices are required for:

1. (a) the erection of a building

(b) the material alteration or extension of a building, and

(c) a material change of use of a building to which the Building Regulations 1997 apply, other than exempted development for the purpose of the Local Government (Planning and Development Acts, 1963 to 1991).

2. Any other works for which Fire Safety Certificates are required under Part lll of the Building Control Regulations 1997.

Fees:
Under the Regulations, fees are payable on the submission of commencement notices with effect from the 1st July 1998.

With effect from 1st January, 2002 under the Euro Changeover (Amounts) Act, 2001 the fees payable are as follows:

COMMENCEMENT NOTICE
€30, or, where

(a) the proposed works or he material change of use (as the case may be) relate to more than one building, and

(b) neither Part lll, of the Building Control Regulations, 1994 or part lll of the Building Control Regulations, 1994, apply to such works or buildings.

€30 in respect of each building. E.g. 10 houses, 10 x €30 = €300 



The maximum fee payable in respect of the submission of a Commencement Notice is €3,800.

There is provision for a partial refund of fees when a subsequent commencement notice is submitted.  For full details of fees, refunds and exemption, the Building Control Regulations 1997 should be consulted.  Where a refund is being made in respect of the submission of a Commencement Notice the refund shall not be such as to reduce the balance of the fee to less than €30.
